Shri Brij Krishan Chandiwala, the founder of Janki Devi Memorial College, was born in
1900 in a reputed family. Asthe third son of a flourishing sllver merchant's family, there
wereno domestic pressures on him to Join the family business. After the early demise of
his wife, he joined the freedom movemend led by Gandhifl. His mother's entreaties to
remarry fell on deaf ears. Brij Krighanjl becamse a true disciple of Gandhifi. He went to
jail several imes during the freedom movement When Gandhifl started the agitation
aguinst the Salt Law, Brij Krishanji ook an oath to give up salt and suger for life, He was
forced to break this vow in the last days of his life on health grounds,

At Gandhiji's behest, he had a prayer temple built in a Harijan Colony. He started the
Delhi chapter of the Bharat Sewak Samaj, an organization for the upliftment of the
downtrodden.

In 1959, Shri VKRV Rag, the then Vice-Chancellor of Delhl University appealed to the
wealthy philanthropisis of the city to come forward to open girls’ colleges in Delhi. It
was then that Brif Krishan]l, who had no children, donated all his inherited wealth to the
family trust, Shrl Banarsldas Chandiwala Sewa Smarak Trust Soclety, which, in turn,
funded the establishment of Jankl Devi Memorial College in the memory of his late
mother St Janld Devi.

Today, Brij Krishenji is remembered for his sacial service and closeness to Gamdhifl.
When Nathuram Godse fired that fatel shot, Bapu fell into the arms of Brij Krishani,
who was sitting right behind him. Till his very end, this great visionary remained our
mentor and guide.

Choice Based Credit System (CBCS)

The CBCS provides an opportunity for the students to choose courses from the prescribed courses comprising core,
elective or skill based courses. The courses will be evaluated following the grading system, which is considered to
be better than the conventional marks system. Therefore, it is necessary to introduce a uniform grading system in
the entire higher education in India. This will benefit the students to move across institutions within India to begin
with and across countries. The uniform grading system will also enable potential employers in assessing the
performance of the candidates. In order to bring uniformity in evaluation system and computation of the
Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA) based on student's performance in examinations, the UGC has
formulated the guidelines to be followed.

Outline of Choice Based Credit System:

1. Core Course: A course, which should compulsorily be studied by a candidate as a core requirement, is
termed as a Core course.

2 Elective Course: Generally a course which can be chosen from a pool of courses and which may be very
specific or specialized or advanced or supportive to the discipline/ subject of study or which provides an
extended scope or which enables an exposure to some other discipline/ subject/domain or nurtures the
candidate's proficiency/skill is called an Elective Course.

21 Discipline Specific Elective (DSE) Course: Elective courses (may be offered by the main discipline/
subject of study) referred to as Discipline Specific Elective. The University/ Institute may also offer
discipline related Elective courses of interdisciplinary nature (to be offered by main discipline/subject
of study).

2.2 Dissertation/Project: An elective course designed to acquire special/ advanced knowledge, such as
supplement study/support study to a project work, and a candidate studies such a course on his own
with advisory support by a teacher/faculty member is called dissertation/ project.

NOTIFICATIONS
1. After declaration of the cut off lists by the University, the student will need to reportto the college of her choice for admission
within the stipulated period, The student would then get her documents verified and pay the admission fee.
2. Incase,astudentcancelsheradmission ina college, in order to move to another college on declaration of a subsequent cut offlist
orneeds certificates for institutions outside Delhi University, the college must promptly return the documents to the student.
3. Nostudent will be allowed to take admission in two courses/colleges simultaneously. In case, they are found to be admitted in

two courses/colleges simultaneously, their admission will be cancelled.

Concession/Waiver of fees in respect of Persons With Physical Disabilities (PwD)

1.

Consequent upon amendment to Ordinance X(4) of the University, the following proviso has been added after Sub-clause 2
of Ordinance X(4] of the said Ordinance:

“Provided that the Persons With Physical Disabilities shall be waived off all the fees payable including the Examination fee and
other University fees, except Admission fee, subscription towards Delhi University Students’ Union and ldentity Card fee for
pursuing under-graduate, post-graduate or other courses in the University orits Colleges.”

In pursuance of the above, the students with physical disabilities pursuing various courses of study in the Faculties,
Departments, Centers, and [nstitutions/Colleges of the University shall be exempted from payment of fees, including
examination fee and other University fees, except Admission fee, subscription towards Delhi University students’ Union and
Identity Card fee.

In pursuance of the Executive Council Resolution No. 50 dated 03.11.2012, it is notified that the students with physical
disabilities residing in different Hostels,/Halls of the University are exempted from payment of all hostel fees and charges except
refundable caution fee and the mess fees. The Persons with Physical Disabilities students shall pay 50% of the Mess fee and the
remaining 50% of the Mess Fee in respect of the PwD students is being met by the University. Similar norms are to be adopted by
the Colleges in respect of PwD Students residing in various hostels of the Colleges.

Itis clarified further that the PwD students who are getting fellowships/financial assistance shall be exempted from
payment of fees /charges,mess fees subject to the following conditions:

Value of Fellowship Exemption of Fees Waiver etc.

Up to Rs. 3000/- per month Fees waiver+50% Mess Subsidy
Rs.3001 to 8000 per month Fees waiver but no Mess Subsidy

ATTENDANCE RULES AND CREDITS

Ideally a student should attend all lectures, preceptorials, tutorials and practical classes held during the
Semesterin all the subjects (or papers). In case the student is unable to do so, then she/he must have:

= Aminimum of 66.67% attendance in lectures, preceptorials, tutorials and practical classes separately
in all the subjects (or papers) for all the six semesters of the course. Failing this, she/he will not be
permitted to appear in the university examination.

* Please note that 66.66% attendance is also required in each course separately in each
Semester, failing which the student will be detained.

should submit a medical/participation cerificate duly signed by Teacher-in-charge at the college
administrative office within 10 days of returning to college after recuperation/return.

Attendance of detained candidates will be calculated afresh for the Semester she has rejoined. Attendance
for the Semester already passed will, however, remain unchanged.

Students failing to attend a minimum of 66.67% of the lectures/ tutorials / preceptorials / practical
classes will not be permitted to appear in the University Examination.

5% weightage awarded for regularity in attending lectures and tutorials shall be calculated as follows:

85% and above 5 marks
80% or more but less than 85% 4 marks
T5% or more but less than 80% 3 marks
T0% or more but less than 75% 2 marks
67% or more but less than 70% 1 mark
Less than 67% 0 marks

Every student admitted to the College shall be compulsorily required to sign an
undertaking that she shall fulfill the minimum attendance requirement.

The monthly aitendance of student shall be uploaded on tha collegs webslits.

Parents/guardians are requested to keep track of their ward's attendance in
classes. They may note that if their ward falls short of the minimum attendance
requirements,she shall not be permitted to appear in the examinations.

INTERNAL ASSESSMENT: ORDINANCE VIII-E

The scheme for Internal Assessment shall be followed in the regular stream only, with exclusions as per the Appendix (at Page 6), and
shall be applicable to the students admitted from the academic session 2003-04 onwards (i.e. to begin with for the first year students) in
both undergraduate and postgraduate degree courses. This scheme of Internal Assessment shall not be applicable to the School of
Correspondence Course and Continuing Education, Non-Collegiate Women's Education Board and Non-Formal Education Cell
(formerly External Candidates Cell). The specific Ordinances pertaining to schemes of examinations of various courses shall stand
amended, mutatis mutandis, to the extent of internal assessment as laid down in this Ordinance, subject to exclusions referred to above.

Internal Assessment marks shall be shown separately in the Marks Sheet issued by the University and these marks shall be added to

the annual/semester examination marks for determining the division of the student. 25% of the maximum marks in each paper in
undergraduate courses shall be assigned for Internal Assessment and the remaining 75% marks for the annual/semester University
Examination; the time duration and other modalities of the annual/semester Examination with respect to this 75% component shall
remain as per existing schemes of examination for various undergraduate courses.

There shall be 10% weightage assigned to House Examinations to be conducted by each college, for all subjects in Pass course and
B.Sc. (General) and all papers of the main Subject in Honours courses.

The duration of each paper in the House Examination shall be the same as the duration in the University Examination. The maximum
marks for each paper of the House Examination shall be 100 or the same as the maximum marks in the corresponding University
Examination.

The University reserves the right to scrutinize some or all the scripts of any paper in any course in a College during the period of
retention of papers, Which duration shall be till declaration of results by the University, a copy of the question paper shall be sent to the
Examination Branch of the University and the College shall maintain a proper record of the question papers of the House
Examination.

Each student shall be assessed on the basis of written assignments/tutorials as well as on the basis of project reports/term
papers/seminars. There shall be 10% weightage for such written assignment; and project reports/presentations/term papers/seminars.
Each student shall be given at least one written assignment per paper in each term, subject to a maximum of 12 written assignments per
year for all the papers taken together.

2.2.2. Where the maximum marks in a paper are less than 100, for example 50 marks, the nature of written assignments/ tutorial work shall

stand adjusted pari passu.

2.2.3. There shall be 5% weightage for regularity in attending lectures and tutorials, and the credit for regularity in each paper, based on

[Medical certificates shall be excluded while calculating credit towards marks to be awarded for regularity, though such certificates
shall continue to be taken into account for the purpose of calculating eligibility to appear for examinations as per the existing
provisions of Ordinance VII.2.9.(a)(ii).]

There shall be a Moderation Committee for Internal Assessment in each College, discipline-wise, which shall comprise of the senior
most teacher in the department, the teacher-in-charge of the department and the previous teacher-in-charge of the department:
provided that if, for any reason, the membership of the Committee falls below 3, the Principal of the college shall nominate suitable
members from among the teachers of that department/college to fill the vacancies.

With the introduction of Internal Assessment, the maximum marks for the University Examination in each paper shall stand reduced
accordingly.

The promotion criteria shall be as per the existing Ordinances for University Examinations, as applicable to respective courses. In
addition, the same criteria shall apply to the total of the University Examination and the Internal Assessment, taken together.

There shall be a Monitoring Committee for Internal Assessment at the University level consisting of the Dean of Colleges as the
Chairperson along with three other Deans one of whom shall be a member of the Executive Council, and the Controller of
Examinations as Member-Secretary. The Committee shall monitor the receipt of Internal Assessment marks from various colleges and

ensure timely compliance. If a College fails to submit the Internal Assessment marks in time, the University shall not declare the result
for such a course in that College.

The responsibility for non-declaration of the result of any course in the college in such circumstances will be solely that of the college.

There shall be a Monitoring Committee for Internal Assessment in every College, which shall be chaired by the Principal of the
College and will be made up of the Vice-Principal (and in case there is no Vice-Principal, the Bursar), Secretary Staff Council, and two

Chancellor shall direct or order rustication of a student or students for a specific rmmber of years,

The Vice-Chancellor may in ather cases of ragging order or direct that any student or stucents be expelled
ot be not for a stated petiod, admitted to a course of study ina college, departmental examination for one
of more years of that the results of the sindent or students concerned in the examination or examinations
inwhich they appeared be cancelled.

In case eny students who have obtained degrees of Delhi University are found guilty under this
Ordinance approprlate acton under Statute 15 for withdrawal of degrees conferred by the University

For the puzpose of thia Ordinance, abetment to ragging whether by way or any act, practice oz incltement
of ragging will alspamount to ragging.

All institutions within the Delhi University system shall be obligated to carry out instruction / directions

Short Title and Exdemi:

The present ordinance is based on the Polley against Sexual Harasstnert by fye Delbd University and
seeks to maintain and create en academic and work environment free of sexual harassment for shudents,
academic and nonteaching staff of the Delhi University. The ordinance will also apply to outsiders and
regidents, on the Delhi University campus, to the extent specified herein these rules and procedures.
"Sevual harassment” includes any unweleome sexually determined behaviour, whether directly or by
implication and includes physical contact and advances, a demend or request for aexual favours,
sexually-coloured remarks, showing pornography or any other unwelcome physical, vetbal or non-
verbal conduct of sexual natare,
