6. Course Objective 

 

This course aims at imparting the sign language skills to the learners. After learning basic sign 

language, students would be able to understand about the Deaf and would be able to communicate in 

basics signs. This will help to create the inclusive society. 

 

7. Learning Outcomes 

 

A sign language course aims to develop students' proficiency in both receptive and expressive skills 

necessary for effective communication with Deaf and hard-of-hearing individuals. Students will learn 

to use basic vocabulary, grammatical structures, and non-manual signals to construct simple sentences 

and engage in everyday conversations. The course also emphasizes fingerspelling, numbering, and the 

use of facial expressions and body language to convey meaning. Additionally, students will gain 

cultural competency by exploring the history, values, and social norms of Deaf culture, understanding 



 
the various causes and implications of hearing loss, and appreciating the role of sign language in the 

Deaf community. Through practical application and engagement with native signers, students will 

enhance their conversational skills and build meaningful connections within the Deaf community.  

 

8. Course Modules 

The course has 8 modules. The basic module of Indian Sign Language (ISL) introduces students to the 

essential aspects of the language, focusing on fundamental vocabulary, grammar, and cultural context. 

It covers common greetings, everyday words, family terms, and numbers, along with the ISL 

fingerspelling alphabet. Students learn to construct simple sentences, understand the importance of 

non-manual signals like facial expressions and body language, and practice engaging in basic 

conversations on routine topics. The module also emphasizes developing receptive skills through 

video materials and interactive activities, while fostering cultural awareness by exploring the history, 

values, and social norms of the Deaf community in India. Practical application through interactions 

with native signers and participation in Deaf community events enhances the learning experience, 

ensuring students gain a comprehensive understanding of ISL and its cultural significance.

10. Report of the Course 

The Centre for the Study of Disability Inclusion (CSDI) at Janki Devi Memorial College organised a 

30 Hours add on course on Basics of Indian Sign Language during October 11, 2023 to December 11, 

2023, in collaboration with the Noida Deaf Society. This course aimed to bridge communication gaps 

and promote inclusivity. The course witnessed active participation from both students and teachers, 

fostering a truly inclusive learning environment. Overall, the 30-hour sign language course conducted 

by the CSDI and Noida Deaf Society was a resounding success, highlighting the importance of 

inclusivity and the power of education in breaking barriers. The course fee was Rs 1600 and course was 

attended by 14 participants comprised of faculty members as well as students. Out of 14 participants 12 

were from JDMC and 2 participant was outside of JDMC. All 14 of them successfully completed the 



 
course after attempting the mandatory assessment exam.

10. Brief Report  

The Department of Human Development and Family Empowerment, in collaboration with the Ripudaman 

Charitable Trust and the Centre for Career Counselling, Career Opportunity, and Skill Enhancement under the 

aegis of IQAC, JDMC, organized a 30-hour add-on course titled "Bridging the Gap: Understanding Disability 

Dynamics" from 23rd January, 2024, to 27th February, 2024 in a blended mode. The teacher coordinators for this 

course were Ms. Nirmala Muralidhar (Department of HDFE) and Ms. Prerna Butta (Department of HDFE).

The add-on course focused on disability dynamics has received positive feedback from participants, 

highlighting improvements in understanding, problem-solving abilities, and confidence in the subject 

matter. Approximately 90% of participants reported that the course significantly enhanced their 

understanding of disability dynamics, improved their problem-solving abilities, and increased their 

confidence in the topic. Around 85% of participants found the course to be effective. A majority of 

participants noted significant improvements in their knowledge within the field of disability dynamics, 

suggesting that the course successfully met its objectives of increasing participants' expertise in this 

specialized area. Between 82% and 85% of students expressed satisfaction with the resource persons, 

emphasizing their appreciation for the interaction and presentation skills of the resource persons. 

Sessions 6 and 12 emerged as particularly popular among participants. More than 90% of participants 

expressed interest in attending similar add-on courses in the future.

6. Course objective 

The course aims at imparting the basic theoretical and practical knowledge of Kathak to beginners. After 

completion of this course learners will be able to perform the simple footsteps and movements of Kathak. 

This will also increase their awareness of the cultural heritage of Indian classical dance. 

7. Learning Outcomes 

The student should have an understanding of how Kathak originated as a classical dance form and 

developed its unique gharanas. She should have a comprehension of the concept of abhinaya and how it is 

used in Indian classical dances. The learner should also have basic knowledge and application of hastas 

(hand gestures) and hastaks (hand movements). She should have basic knowledge of tala (teentala) and 

laya and movement in vilambit laya. along with the ability to perform simple footwork in Kathak (pada 

sanchalan). 

8. Course Modules 

The curriculum of the course is divided into five modules. The first module allows students to have a 

theoretical knowledge of the origins of Kathak from ‘katha’ and ‘kathakar’. They should have a basic 

understanding of how the gharanas evolved and their unique styles. The second module gives students an 

understanding of the concept of abhinaya in Indian classical dance. They would be introduced to simple 

exercises of story-telling through body movement, gestures and facial expressions. In the third module 

students would be introduced to hand gestures (hastas) and hand movements (hastaks) and learn some basic 

ones. In the fourth module students would be introduced to basic tempo and rhythm in Kathak through tala 



 
and laya, and basic movement in teentala and vilambit laya. And the final module is pada sanchalan where 

students are introduced to the grammar and basic footwork in Kathak.

10. Report of the Course 

The Add-On Course on Kathak Training Programme (Basic Level), organised by Nupur, JDMC, started on 

4 October 2023 with 16 students. The course was conducted by Kathak exponent and alumnae of the 

college, Ms. Nikita Parashar. The objective of the course was to give a basic introduction of Kathak to 

students who have never had the chance to learn it. Anyone who was interested was welcome to join the 

course. The fees for the course was Rs. 500/- per student, per month.  



 
 

Sixteen students from JDMC successfully completed the course of 30 hours. In the first week of training, 

students were introduced to the history and evolution of Kathak, basic stances and Namaskar, and its 

importance in Kathak. In the second week, students learned techniques and various patterns of Pada 

Sanchalan (footwork). The details of using hasta mudras (hand gestures) and Hastaks (hand movements) 

were taught in the third week of training. In the last week of October, students were introduced to the 

concepts and practical applications of Tala and Laya. Basic and simple foot movements were taught in the 

month of November. The basic level course was successfully completed with a test assessing the students’ 

basic theoretical and conceptual knowledge that was imparted to them.

6. Course objective 

The course aims at imparting the intermediate theoretical and practical knowledge of 

Kathak to learners. The course will develop and augment the knowledge and application 

of footwork and choreography that they had acquired with the Basic Level course. After 

completion of this course learners will be able to perform simple Kathak pieces like tukdas, 

tihaayis and shlokas.  

7. Learning Outcomes 

Through the course the student would have knowledge of the basic talas used in Kathak as 

well as be able to comprehend the notation used in musical compositions. The learner will 

have knowledge of the contributions made by cultural icons of Kathak. The student would 

be able to perform basic paltas and chakkars as well as perform in madhyama and vilambit 

laya. The learner would be able to perform basic tatkaars, tihayis and tukdas. 

8. Course Modules 

The course is divided into seven modules. In the first module students should be able to 

learn the bols and movements in basic talas like Jhap, Dadra and Keherva. They should be 

able to understand the theoretical knowledge of ragas, talas and thaats in Hindustani 

classical music. The second module would focus on notations. Students should be able to 

read and understand the notations used in writing talas and how it affects movement and 

tempo. In the third module learners will have the ability to distinguish between the various 

asamyukta and samyukta hastas and their use in Kathak. In the fourth module students will 

learn the basic paltas and chakkars used in the Jaipur gharana. In the fifth module learners 



 
will have the knowledge of how tihayis and tukdas are used in the Kathak repertoire and 

be able to perform basic ones. The sixth module will focus on layakari. Students will have 

the knowledge of the three main layas (tempo) used in Kathak and be able to distinguish 

and perform on them. In the final module students will be made aware of the cultural 

contributions made by the doyens in Kathak like Pt. Birju Maharaj, Sitara Devi, Pt. Kundan 

Lal, etc.

10. Report of the Course 

 

The Add-On Course on Kathak Training Programme (Intermediate Level/Prarambhik 

Batch), organised by Nupur, the Indian classical dance society of JDMC, started on 5 

February 2024. The objective of the course was to provide the next level of theoretical and 



 
practical training in Kathak. This course was offered to those students who had completed 

the Add-On Course on Kathak Training Programme (Basic Level).

Pratibha Feedback and Assessment Report, 2023-24  

Pratibha: Foundation Classes for Competitive Exams under the aegis of Center for Career Counseling and 

Career Opportunity and the Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) of Janki Devi Memorial College, 

University of Delhi has successfully completed its seventh batch under the convenorship of Dr. Md. Zubeer 

Ahmed and four members; Dr. Kush Kumar Gayasen, Dr. Khachungla Chalhang, Mr. Ahirrao Dinesh 

Bharat and Dr. Raju Keshari. Students, who aim to clear the various competitive exams conducted by 

UPSC, State Public Service Commission, National Testing Agency (NTA) etc. opted for these classes. The 

primary objective of these foundation classes was to provide the basic knowledge about important topics 

from examination point of view, and orient the students to explore further on their own. The topics for 

lectures were selected keeping in mind the General Studies, Political Science and International Relations 

components of various competitive exams.  

The classes were open for all bonafide students and (female & male) ex-students of the University of Delhi. 

The classes began on 6th January 2023, whereby 74 students registered for the classes. Out of 74 students, 

25 students were taken from Devnar Junior and Degree college for the blind under Vidya Vistaar scheme 

of University of Delhi. The admission was granted to 25 students from Devnar Junior and Degree college 

at free of cost. The course was divided into 147 modules covering the broad areas of History, Economics, 

Political Science, International Relations, Foreign Policy, Sociology, English, Mathematics, Geography, 

Science & Technology, Current Affairs, Essay writing and components of Personality test. The classes were 

taken by the successful candidates in the Civil Services exam, faculties from various departments of the 

college and experts from outside. One module of two hours was discussed on every Friday and Saturday 

and two modules of two hours each were discussed on every Sunday. All the lectures were delivered in 

online mode.  

Students’ feedback was taken and processed for the Pratibha classes and following conclusions were drawn:  

Number of students enrolled: 48 

Number of students participated in the feedback: 38  

The average performance of the foundation classes was found ranging good to excellent in terms of score. 

But in a few areas, it was observed average. Scope of improvement in terms of score was noticed in some 

areas such as students’ participation in the class as the score can be improved for excellent grades.  

*The detailed sheet of feedback responses in the form of a pie chart is attached with the report.  

Students expressed that the foundation classes were very satisfactory and provided them with an enriching 

experience. These classes helped them in building a foundation for competitive exams as well as provided 

an understanding about how to approach the different topics and questions. Students appreciated and 

acknowledged the rich experience and expertise of resource persons and overall, they found these classes 

very informative and a significant platform for competitive exams.

The course was designed by the coordinator and the resource people with the aim of introducing the 

language, Spanish at a basic level to help participants speak and write correct sentences. The goal was to 

enhance their linguistic ability and career options for future.  

 

Course Content:

2. Alphabet, pronunciation and phonetics 

3. Basic questions and expressions in Spanish 

4. The numbers in Spanish 0-100 

5. Gender, Nationalities, Professions and Articles in Spanish

8. Fruits and Colours 

9. Audios  

10. Simple Sentence Formation 

11. Regular and Irregular Verbs  

12. Prepositions 

13. Family Members 

14. Body Parts 

15. Gustar

Course Modules 

 

The course is divided into various modules with basics of grammar at an introductory level further leading to 

writing component, testing comprehension and communication skills of listening, reading, speaking and 

writing. 

The course commenced with an orientation which was attended by all the resource persons who introduced 

themselves and in turns spoke about the importance of language and the topics they would be teaching. The 

participants were introduced to all the modules and the rules were explained. 

o Module 1: The first session started with the importance of the language and providing an insight 

around why and how we need to communicate. The students were introduced to alphabets, 

pronunciation, numbers and greetings. 

o Module 2: Students were taught articles, adjectives, nouns and interrogative words along with their 

correct usage. Worksheets were provided to the students to be able to grasp the concept better. 

Practice exercises were also provided to the students to check their proficiency and to ensure they 

were able to better understand the concept. 



 
o Module 3: Prepositions and regular verbs along with their conjugations were introduced in simple 

present tense. This module was combined with the previous one to help students form simple 

sentences using nouns, articles, adjectives and verbs.  

o Module 4: Audios and videos were used to teach students the dialect of native Spanish people. 

Warm up questions were initiated that prompted the students to speak and resolve their queries. The 

students were asked to record their own audios so that they could practice the language and identify 

the areas they were faltering. This exercise helped in boosting their morale and increased their 

confidence to speak. 

o Module 5: Creative methods were adopted to ensure students were engaged in class. They were 

given role play exercises to introduce themselves, their family members and friends, they were 

given impromptu situations to enact so as to teach them how converse in formal and informal set 

ups. Apart from this, they were asked to make caricatures, family trees, etc. to bring out their 

creativity and present their materials to the class.  

o Module 6: Irregular verbs and reflexive verbs were introduced to students. Grammar was taught 

with the help of everyday scenarios and classroom examples instead of teaching it as a rule. 

Handouts were provided and regular revision was conducted to ensure that every doubt was 

resolved in classroom. 

o Module 7: A lot of emphasis was given on punctuation, spellings and the common rules of 

spellings, ambiguous sentences, silent letters of the words, words which often confuse with their 

spelling and meaning, connotations and denotations, etc.  

o Revision: 

▪ The beginning 15 minutes of every class were dedicated to resolve the doubts and clear 

concepts of the students.  

▪ An open environment was created for learning to ensure that the students were comfortable 

in both learning the foreign language and raising their questions and concerns. 

▪ Handouts and worksheets were regularly provided to help students understand the subject 

matter better. 

▪ Practice exercise were given to students as homework and were discussed the next day to 

provide further clarity to students. 

▪ Audios and videos were often used to enhance their diction and understanding of foreign 

dialect. 

▪ Surprise quizzes were conducted regularly to ensure that students were revising properly 

and taking interest in the subject. 

o Assessment: After having touched upon everything related to grammar, the last module tested 

what the students had learnt in the earlier classes.  

▪ Two sets of exams were conducted – Oral and Written to test the students on their acquired 

knowledge of Spanish Language. 

▪ The written exam comprised of comprehensions, grammar and essay writing to check 

students’ subject knowledge and the oral exam tested students’ diction and understanding 

of concept and structure. 

The students showed involvement in all the different activities and tests that were conducted, their 

enthusiastic participation showed how much they enjoyed learning the language. 

Registration: 12 students enrolled in the course. 10 students have successfully completed the course and 



 
almost every session had more than 80% attendance.

15. The ABC  of Gender and Sexuality 

Report on Add on course 

The Department of Sociology, JDMC signed an MOU with the NGO TARSHI (Talking About Reproductive and 

Sexual Health Issues) to conduct a 30 hour online Add on Course on Understanding Sexuality. 

The course was a paid course and was spread across 3 months (February to April 2024) 

The course was attended by 33 students from JDMC and outside as well, 24 from JDMC and 9 from outside the 

college.  

The resource persons were all from TARSHI 

The 30 hours programme will cover the following: 

A: Affirming spaces to foster dialogues and discussions through online sessions (10 hours) 

B: Basics and beyond: a foundational e-course on gender, sexuality and SRHR (14 hours) 

C: Call to Action through social action projects 

 

These sessions entail interactive discussions among learners, featuring elements such as 

breakout sessions, group work, short films and case studies to enhance the learning 

experience. We aim to ensure that all discussions are confidential, and we will work with the 

students to provide a safe space for learning.

During the course, each student has to do a Social Action Project (SAP) which contributes towards awareness 

building and resource creation to demystify and debunk myths around sexuality to facilitate creating Safe, 

Inclusive and Self-Affirming (SISA) spaces in different spheres of life. 

The participants found the sessions informative and engaging. Given the nature of the topic some students 

did not actively participate verbally.  

To address this the resource persons encouraged them to express their thoughts in writing, making them feel 

more comfortable and open to anonymously sharing views, concerns, and questions. 

The course concluded successfully on April 19,2024 with an online certificate distribution and feedback 

discussion.

 “The Fusion of East and West: Acupressure Science (L2)”  course on Acupressure in association with 

ASPEUS, Prayagraj was launched by the Prof. Swati Pal. The course is offered by Girl up Nitara under the 

aegis of JDMC- IQAC Centre for Career Counselling, Career Opportunities and Skill Enhancement and was 

launched on July 10, 2023.   

 

Objective- The course was offered with the purpose to offer the participants basic understanding about the 

meaning, causes and types of various diseases and how they can be treated using ancient technique of 

Acupressure.  Fee- Course was offered for a fee of Rs  per person  

 

Students Enrolled-  (all out of JDM)

Course Duration- 30 hours, which was completed in a span of about 3 months, with 90 minutes classes, twice 

a week  

Date of Commencement- July 10, 2023

Classes were conducted through Zoom with the use of presentations. These presentations along with the 

recordings of the lectures were shared with the students on a daily basis and was uploaded on the google 

classroom. Practical sessions and doubt clearing sessions were conducted to resolve queries. Prof. Ramola 

Madnani who is associated with Acupressure Shodh Prashikshan Evam Upchar Sansthan (ASPEUS), Prayagraj 

was the resource person of the course which had 24 participants. Participants were evaluated through four tests 

covering the entire syllabus. These tests were conducted using Google Forms to check the understanding of 



 
participants. Each participant was required to score at least 60% marks in assignments and attend minimum 

70% of all the classes to qualify to be eligible for the certificate. The valedictory session was held on October 

10th  Prof J P Aggarwal, President, ASPEUS graced the occasion with their presence.  

  

2. Course Objective-   

  

The course focused on delivering basic knowledge about the fundamentals of Acupressure as a non-invasive 

healing modality. The course discussed how to locate various organs of the body on hands and treat them for 

basic routine illnesses.
