Brief Report:

The Department of Political Science, Janki Devi Memorial College, under the Students’ Union,
held a seminar titled “Pluralism, Multiculturalism, Secularism: What’s the Difference?” on 19
November 2025 from 12:00 PM to 1:00 PM in the Seminar Room. The session was delivered by
Prof. Gurpreet Mahajan, Distinguished Professor at the Centre for Political Studies, Jawaharlal
Nehru University.

The event began with Teacher Incharge Dr Khachungla Chalhang felicitating Prof Gurpreet
Mahajan. Post the same, the anchors, S. Abhinya and Anushka Verma, invited Prof Mahajan, and
began with the expert talk. Prof. Mahajan, known for her work on identity, democracy, and social
justice, gave a clear and layered explanation of pluralism, multiculturalism, and secularism and
their relevance to modern democracies, especially India.

She discussed the significance of the 42nd Constitutional Amendment, which introduced the
terms “secular” and “socialist” to the Preamble, and highlighted Articles 25, 29, and 30 as key
constitutional guarantees protecting religious freedom and minority rights. She described
pluralism as a commitment to acknowledging and accommodating differences, and explained
that multiculturalism seeks to prevent cultural assimilation by recognising and protecting distinct
identities.

India’s asymmetric federal structure and legal pluralism were presented as examples of
multicultural arrangements, where different groups may follow varied legal or customary
practices within one political system. She also drew attention to the difference between Western
and Indian forms of secularism, noting that India follows a model of principled distance that
allows state engagement when required for equality and justice.

A central theme of the session was that pluralism and multiculturalism can function effectively
only when equality between communities is maintained. The open discussion that followed
encouraged students to reflect on identity politics, legal diversity, and democratic coexistence.

The session concluded with a Vote of Thanks by Abhinya, who acknowledged Prof. Mahajan’s
insightful address, the guidance of IQAC committee and Association Incharges and the
enthusiastic participation of the audience. The seminar successfully clarified key concepts and
strengthened students’ understanding of how these ideas shape India’s democratic ethos.

Brief Report:

On 12th November 2025, at Janki Devi Memorial College, the Department of Political Science
organized an expert talk titled “Changing Shades of Rural India: A Political Reading” delivered
by Dr. Sudhir Kumar Suthar in the college Seminar Room. The event was enriched by the active
participation of faculty members, students, and association in-charges of the department.



Dr. Suthar began by addressing the need to rethink the very concept of rurality in political
discourse. He pointed out that political science often focuses on abstract ideologies and urban
frameworks, overlooking the complex, lived realities of rural India. He framed the discussion
around three key objectives: understanding why it is essential to talk about the idea of the rural,
exploring how different thinkers and leaders have interpreted rural change, and identifying the
contemporary lenses we continue to miss when studying the rural landscape.

Citing that nearly 900 million of the world’s 3 billion rural inhabitants live in India, Dr. Suthar
emphasized that one cannot understand India’s politics, economy, or society without engaging
deeply with its rural foundation. He described how rural life is frequently viewed through a
romanticized lens, whereas it is, in reality, a multifaceted and evolving space that demands a
multidisciplinary understanding.

Dr. Suthar discussed four dominant perspectives that have shaped the discourse on rural India:
the glorification of rural life as harmonious and community-driven, as seen in Gandhi’s ideas; the
modernist reform approach of Nehru and Ambedkar, who saw rural change as vital for national
progress; the role of caste as a governing force in rural politics; and the clash between modernity
and tradition, explored by scholars such as Francine Frankel. He further analyzed how the 1990s
brought shifts in India’s urbanization narrative, yet the rural population continued to grow,
defying Western models of modernization.

Through references to the farmers’ protests, Dr. Suthar illustrated how rural India continues to
reshape democratic participation and challenge assumptions about political mobilization. The
session concluded with a thought-provoking discussion on environmental sustainability and the
feminization of labour in rural India. The event ended with a vote of thanks by the President of
the Political Science Association, acknowledging Dr. Suthar’s insightful contribution and the
efforts of all organizers.

Brief Report :
The Department of Political Science organized a seminar under the guidance of association
in-charges and seminar coordinators Dr. MD. Zubeer Ahmed and Dr. Raju Keshari. The seminar



aimed to provide students with a deeper understanding of the historical and political aspects of
the Indus Water Treaty and its relevance in the current geopolitical scenario.

The session commenced with the felicitation of the speaker, Dr. Uttam Kumar Sinha, by
Principal, Professor Swati Pal. Followed by this, Dr. Khanchungla Chalhang ma’am felicitated
Principal ma’am as a token of appreciation from the Department. Enthusiastic Participation was
displayed by the students and the faculty members.

During the expert talk, Dr. Uttam Kumar Sinha provided valuable insights into the evolution of
the Indus Water Treaty (1960), drawing references from his books “Trial by Water: The Indus
Basin and India—Pakistan Relations” and “Indus Basin Uninterrupted.” He discussed important
questions such as “Did India give away too much?”” and “What did we gain?”” while explaining
the engineering and diplomatic efforts led by Prime Minister Jawaharlal Nehru and civil
engineers during the negotiations.

Dr. Sinha elaborated on major projects like the Bhakra Nangal Dam and Hirakud Dam, and noted
that India provided 62 million pounds to Pakistan as part of the treaty between 1960—62. He
emphasized that despite lasting for over 65 years, the treaty faced challenges after events like the
2008 Mumbai attacks and the Pulwama attack, leading many to question its continued relevance.
He mentioned that the Indus Water Treaty remains the only agreement signed without direct
political interference, even under a military dictatorship in Pakistan, and reflected on why India
has never renegotiated or withdrawn from it.

The talk concluded with an engaging interaction session with students, followed by a Vote of
Thanks delivered by S.Abhinya, The President of the Department of Political Science, who
expressed gratitude to the speaker, Principal ma’am, and all attendees for making the event
enriching and insightful.

The sessions received wonderful feedback from the students. The session was very informative,
engaging and enlightening as described by the students. Dr. Sinha’s deep insights on the Indus
Water Treaty revealed much more detail to the students. They also expressed their keen interest
in attending more seminars of this kind in the future.

Overall, “The Expert Talk on Indus Water Treaty — The Past, The Present and What Happens
Next?” was considered a highly successful and insightful academic experience for the students
and enhanced their understanding of international water diplomacy.
