On September 24, 2024, Anubhuti conducted successful auditions for the upcoming theatre 
season, attracting impressive talent through monologues and improvisations, and selecting 35 
new members. 

2. From October 2, 2024, to November 23, 2024, Street Play Workshops were conducted under the 
guidance of renowned director Arvind Alok, known for his work in Indian and Korean cinema, 
to prepare for the annual street play for the session 2024-2025. 

3. Anubhuti organised a music workshop on October 14, 2024, led by Mr. Krishna, alumnus of 
Hansraj College, Delhi University. The workshop, cantered on djembe beats and rhythm, 
offered insightful perspectives on music integration, enhancing the team's creative approach for 
future productions. 

4. The theatre group presented its Annual Street Play production for the session 2024-25, "Yatra 
Naryastu Pujyante," on February 26, 2025. Directed by Mr. Arvind Alok, the play tackled the 
critical theme of violence against women, raising awareness and sparking meaningful 
conversations through powerful street theatre. 

5. On February 6, 2025, Anubhuti, the dramatics club of Janki Devi Memorial College, 
successfully organised ‘Munadi’ 2025, an inter-college street play competition, as part of the 
college's annual cultural festival, Symphony 2025 - Sapphire: Tamso Ma Jyotirgamaya.
